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The City anticipates bid opening on November 24th, and
awarding the project by mid December 2017, past the
current deadline. The City requests sufficient time to
address any bidding issues.

The City requires six months for final design approval
and an additional six months to advertise, review and
award the project.

The City had originally intended to perform the work
using City staff, however, the City later realized that the
project requires certain expertise and is preparing the
RFP and RFQ.

The City advertised the project and did not receive any
competitive bids. The City plans to re-evaluate the plans
and specifications to adjust the package to encourage
additional bidders.

The City was delayed by an amendment to correct the
programming to include the federal match with the use
of Toll Credits, which delayed the advertisement by two
months. Due to the multi-jurisdictional nature of the
project, the City is requesting time to advertise, bid and
award.

The project required coordination with six different cities
which delayed the advertisement to October 2017.
SANBAG anticipates bid opening in late November 2017,
but will need to perform due diligence in bid evaluation
and plan for any unforeseen circumstances.

The City experienced an unexpected delay with a late
construction authorization to proceed. The City is
currently advertising the project but will not be able to
open bids and award the project prior to the December
31st deadline. The City is requesting an extension of six
months to provide sufficient time to address any
unforeseen issues that may arise in the bidding process.
